And thou shall make them linen 

breeches to cover their nakedness from 

the loins even unto the thighs they shall 

reach, they shall be upon Aaron and 

upon his sons when they come in unto 

the altar to minister in the holy place. 

That they bear not iniquity, and die; it 

shall be a statute forever unto him and his 

seed after him”…. Exodus 28:39-43 KJV.

         However this edition focuses on the 

significance of  Gods’ specification for 

the New Testament priest. Firstly, God 

instructed Aaron to put on the breast-

piece of  decision, this was symbolic of  

the fact that he was a representative of  

the people before God, thus when 

spiritual decisions were to be made, it 

was incumbent upon the priest  to make

 T h e  p r e v i o u s  e d i t i o n 

highlighted God’s specifications for a 

priest to be able to minister in the holy 

place in the Old Testament. This was 

also related to the New Testament 

believer as God’s royal priesthood.

Secondly, some parts of  the garment 
were worn for safety reasons. These 
include the pomegranates and the bells 
which were around the hem of  the priests 
garment. This was to inform the people 
if  the priest was still alive or not. As long 
as the pomegranates were worn by the 
priest, it was to symbolize eternal life and 
the promise of  fertility, thus if  this safety 
decorations were absent in the priest’s 
garment, there was no assurance that the 
priest would come out of  the most holy 
place alive. 
Thirdly, God instructed that the priest’s 
under garment be made of  soft linen to 
cover his nakedness even to the thighs. In 
essence, God’s specifications for a 
priestly garment in the Old Testament is 
indicative of  God’s spiritual standard for 
the priest in the New Testament. The 
priest must be set apart for God’s work of  
atonement of  sins. He must also be able 
to follow directions by being compliant 
with God’s dress codes which is 
synonymous with the lifestyle expected  
of  the priest before he approaches the 
holy place to minister. This is confirmed 
in 2 Timothy 2:19. Although  we are in the 
dispensation of  grace, God’s standards 
still remain the same especially  for the 
priest who ministers before the altar.

that would affect the whole community.

The question is, what are God’s punitive 
measures for violators of  the specified

dress code for the priest who ministers in 
the holy place?
