ou cannot claim to know God if you Yfail/refuse to submit to your husband or

My first journey to heaven, 
J e s u s  C h r i s t  t o l d  m e  t o  a n n o u n c e 

to the world that He is coming soon and instructed 
me to publish it with the inscription ‘Jesus Is

He said two things are delaying His return. Firstly, 
everyone must be given the opportunity to accept 
salvation, so that no one will say he/she never had 
the opportunity to accept Jesus Christ as his/her 
Lord and Saviour.
