Divine love it is not of emotions or feelings 
but of the will and choice. back  to the characters of divine 
love.

1. Repentance  from 
dead  works :  T h i s  i s 
f o u n d a t i o n a l  t o  t h e 
realization of complete 
salvation. See Acts 2v38, 
Acts 20v21, 2Peter 3v9. The 
essence of repentance is 
converting and the need for 
blotting out of sins - see Acts 
3:17-19. There are 3 major 
aspects of sins- So salvation 
enta i l s  jus t i f i ca t ion  ( 
dealing with the principle of 
sin), sanctification (dealt 
with the power of sin) and 
glorification (destroyed the 
presence of sin by giving us 
a new body). So repentance 
entails repentance from sin 
and repentance unto God. 
Differentiate remorse and 
regret from repentance. 
R e g r e t  i s  a b o u t  y o u , 
remorse is regret for harm 
on others... repentance is 
towards God. 

See 2 Corinthians 7:10. 
After all, esau repented but 
was not forgiven but the 
prodigal son was forgiven 
because it was towards God. 
(Acts 20:20-21). So we 
repent, not just from our 
sins but from even the good 
things we did outside God's 
grace plus the tendencies of 
the fallen nature that we 
were yet to attain due to our 
life path or route. (Isaiah 
64:6, Philippians 4:3-9). X. 
R e p e n t a n c e  r e q u i r e s 
understanding and naming 
the sins one is forgiven ( so, 
it has a thought and verbal 

aspects: Renouncing deep, 
dark and secret things. 3. 
Deeds aspects: Renounce 
the world, flesh and worldly 
affiliations and actions. X. 
Remember that unless the 
f a u l t y  f o u n d a t i o n  i s 
destroyed, righteousness 
will not happen. X. Humans 
can't serve two masters 
we'll see Luke 16:12-14. X. 
Note that Conversion is 
d i f f e r e n t  f r o m 
regeneration.

2.  Faith in Christ: Faith 
in Christ is essential in 
salvation see Acts 16:30-31, 
Acts 20v21. The entire 
Romans 10:9-10 focuses 
mainly on this aspect. Faith 
speaks of convictions and 
confidence in the integrity 
and ability of another and 
tha t ' s  what  Abraham 
showed on God! We must 
understand the Bible faith 
and differentiate from 
other forms of faith. Note 
that the Bible contains 1. 
Promises 2. Prophecies and 
3. Principles. X. Our faith 
has a historical fact that 
a n c h o r s  o n  F a t h e r 
Abraham.

3. Desirous of deepening our 
fellowship with God first 
and with others of like 
faith.
