Obtain All Necessary Registration Documents Properly
Most government departments or agencies usually request for
evidence of business registration such as Certification of
Incorporation or Certificate of Business Name Registration,
Certified True Copy of authorized share capital (for Limited
Liability
Company) and a Tax Clearance Certificate, among other
documents. Therefore, as a contractor, you are advised, if you
have not
done so, to register a Business Name or better still incorporate
a Limited Liability Company. You are also advised to regularly
update your tax record, obtain a VAT Certificate and file Annual
Returns on your company at the Corporate Affairs Commission.
Remember having the required documentation will confer on
you the image of preparedness.
As a matter of government policy, money is rarely paid to
individuals but to registered business concerns.
It is therefore advisable to use your own registered company for
any transaction with the government. Otherwise you may be
at the mercy of anyone who &quot;lent” you the company you
used for the contract. For instance, when payment check is
issued in the
name of the borrowed company it simply means you have to be
vigilant and monitor the fund in that company’s account to
prevent
undue loss of the fund.

Knowledge and the empowerment it brings are
acquired through information. You therefore
need to know the various
government agencies, their portfolio and areas
where your business or service could be relevant
or required. Don’t assume your
services are not needed until you have made
exhaustive enquiries from the appropriate
offices.
For this purpose, the need to make proper
contacts cannot be over emphasized. Sharpen
your networking skills and work your
contracts well without becoming a nuisance. Also
keep your ears to the ground. Crucial
information has a way of being found at
the most uncommon places.
To stay ahead of competition, let your antennae
be very sharp and receptive. Information has a
considerable weight and worth
if you are to be involved in government
contracts.
