The Jewish order has no high priest 
presently as the temple was destroyed, 
this gap will allow for an Antichrist 
eventually. 
Today, we already have a high priest in 
the heavens and we as his priests on 
earth are called into a royal priesthood 
according to 1Peter 2:9-10, Exodus 
19:5-6 and also Hebrews 9:11-16. 
From the Old Testament view, the 
temple has 3 realms Court Of The 
Gentiles: The outermost part of the 
temple, this is the largest and reminds 
us of the broad way.

This is the Solomon's porch that's mainly for 
needy worshippers Acts 3:11 Remember 
Jesus stripes that is responsible for healing 
happens before atonement and thus 
healing grace and miracles power are not 
tantamount to being a covenant child of 
God, the wall that marks this separation is 
torn in Christ and describe in Ephesians 
2:11-14.

Outer Court: Court Of Women: Here the 
sick even among the Jews worship here. 
Its entrance is called the beautiful gate Acts 
3:14. Buying and selling happens a lot 
here, Jesus drove the table of money 
exchangers here John 2:13-16, Mathew 
21:12, A lot of offerings happen here, the 
main altar itself has 3 levels on its own and 
we will combine all together here:
The inner court: It is called the hall of Israel. 
This is the main actual court and priests 
minister therein. The 12 stones demarcate 
this from the holy place Three stepsdukan 
demarcate here from the next. Israelites 
wait here while waiting for their offerings to 
be blessed.
The Holy place: This is the place for the 
priests. It is the waiting room for the main 
altar. It has the incense altar, the 
shewbread, ve tablesand the candle stick, 
Sacrices happen here.  There is the 
offering place, the altar of burnt offerings. 
There is also the plank kabesh, a bridge 
leading up to the main altar.
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
